There was excellent progression and work completed by both the fire resources and road rehabilitation crew today on the fire. The fire resources concentrated on extinguishing any open flame and smokes between 500 and 1000 feet off the dozer line (fire perimeter) near Forest Road 27. In addition to the work in Div-A, fire resources rehabilitated both dozer and handline in Div-P and Div-Z, and all water handling equipment has been removed from Forest Road 144. 

The Forest Road 144 re-surfacing project was 100% complete yesterday but the road remains closed to the public; an Infrared (IR) flight was conducted last night to detect any heat around the fire perimeter. The results of the flight indicated that there is still a little bit of heat on the fire perimeter, and this information will be relayed to the fire resources to be included in their daily objectives.

In addition to the ban of fireworks on Federal lands, Rio Arriba County has a county resolution that bans the use of certain fireworks but “permissible fireworks” are limited to paved and water areas. Please contact Rio Arriba County for additional information.  

For the safety of firefighters and the public, road closure remain in effect on FR 27 on the fire’s   western flank; FR 31, south of the Abiquiu Land Grant; and the section of FR 144 on the southern  containment line between FR 27 and 31.
