The Contractor shall work with case managers to schedule appointments for clients. Contractor will meet with 

clients to provide assessment and design treatment plans. They will also be responsible for working with case 

managers to provide coordinated care and support for clients in the program. 

 

The Contractor shall:  

 

1. Maintain professional standards and communication with clients and HHS staff.  

2. Maintain appropriate state licensure and certification to provide required services. 

3. Provide to Health and Human Services individual client monthly progress reports no later than seven (7) 

days after the end of the month. 

4. Document participant progress or lack thereof related to treatment plan. 

5. Maintain and encourage attendance of clients  

6. Provide HHS with a weekly attendance report. 

7. Provide notice to HHS Director within twenty-four (24) hours or the next possible business day of any 

major participant non-compliance, behavioral violation, or cessation of treatment. 

8. Provide notice to HHS of participant successful completion of treatment. 
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9. Provide recommendations for continued or extended treatment services for a participant as deemed 

appropriate. 

10. Ensure HIPPA Privacy and Data Security provisions are followed
